Please note that:  “The following minimum courses in grades nine through twelve are established as a requirement for graduation in a home education program:

(1) Four years of English.

(2) Three years of mathematics.

(3) Three years of science.

(4) Three years of social studies.

(5) Two years of arts and humanities.” (PA Home Education Law, Act 169 of 1988)
If the above high school level courses have been completed at younger ages than grade 9 or if the student is in an accelerated program to graduate at an age earlier than his/her peers, those courses could be entered on the student transcript in those years.

*These courses traditionally are not required every year.  They are only marked if offered this school year.

**The compulsory attendance law requires that students must be in attendance at a school or homeschool until their 17th birthday.  After that date, parents may choose whether or not they wish to continue doing the home education paperwork regardless of whether or not the student completes the home education program.

*** The Home Education Law states, “Such courses of study may include, at the discretion of the supervisor of the home education program [the parent], economics; biology; chemistry; foreign languages; trigonometry; or other age appropriate courses as contained in Chapter 5 (Curriculum Requirements) of the State Board of Education.”  Chapter 5 has been replaced with the Chapter 4 Regulations of ‘academic standards’ for public schools.  Parents are not required to offer these subjects to their students, but they are permitted the option to add these or any other additional ‘age appropriate courses’ into the curriculum of the student.
