ENGLISH — parts of speech, grammar, and other age appropriate English concepts

SPELLING — work with spelling assigned words from a text and incorporating proper spelling in other writing

READING — improve reading comprehension, speed and accuracy

HANDWRITING — practice and work to improve penmanship in both printed and cursive letters and in number formation through specific handwriting assignments and during written assignments in other subject areas
MATHEMATICS — review of math facts and other age appropriate mathematical concepts

SCIENCE — life science [or whatever area of science being covered]

GEOGRAPHY — exposure to various aspects of maps and locations of states and countries 
HISTORY — ancient history [or whatever period of history being covered]
CIVICS — focus on selected current events
SAFETY—fire prevention

HEALTH — focus on physical hygiene
PHYSICAL EDUCATION—continual maintenance of fitness, motion, strength and endurance through various physical activities

MUSIC — vocal and instrumental expressions of music [or whatever you have planned]
ART — practice in drawing as well as familiarity with various types of art
